Our Story
The story of Lancaster Baptist Church is best described
by Psalm 118:23: "This is the LORD's doing; it is
marvellous in our eyes.”

In 1986, the Lancaster Baptist Church consisted
of a handful of families who were meeting weekly
in a small upstairs classroom of an old downtown
building. In June of that summer, twelve people voted
unanimously to call Paul Chappell to be their pastor.

Within a year, the church was averaging over 150
in attendance and was growing rapidly. By the third
anniversary, more than 500 people were coming to
Lancaster Baptist Church each week, most of them
being led to Christ personally by Pastor Chappell or
another member of Lancaster Baptist Church.

By 1993, the church family had grown to over
1,500 in attendance and had long since outgrown the
downtown property. Souls were coming to Christ, and
families were added to the church on a weekly basis,
and God had provided fifty acres on the east side of
Lancaster where the church could grow and develop

a spacious new campus. As we gather to worship
the Lord on Sundays, every corner of our facilities

is being used to teach and minister to people from
all walks of life.

In 1995, Pastor Chappell and the people of
Lancaster Baptist Church started West Coast Baptist
College to train full-time workers for local churches.

As we meet on this campus today, we thank the
Lord for the church He has raised here in Lancaster,
California. While Lancaster Baptist has become
one of the largest Baptist churches in the West, the
spirit of the church family is the same as it was three
decades ago. We love God and each other, and
we genuinely want God to continue blessing and
multiplying the cause of Christ through our church.

Today, the Lancaster Baptist Church is a thriving
testimony that God is still in the business of
changing lives! To Him be all the glory.
